Le Pin National Stud, nestling in a green haven spread over more than 1,000 ha (2,471 acres),
remains the symbol of the horse, built in the 18" Century by Robert de Cotte, Architect from the King’s
stables in Versailles. Today, it is a public enterprise at the service of horse-breeding, combining tradition
(the art of saddle-making and horseshoeing) with modern techniques (new breeding methods).

The Stud accounts for 30 stallions comprising 10 different breeds, all at the service of horse-
breeding. The reproduction period (mating season) runs from the end of February through to mid-July.

Visit of the Discovery Trail*: Inside those 18" Century walls, you can find live horses in stalls
where you will discover a colourful and modern world, enhanced by today’s technology - films, interactive
terminals, optical theatre - all their to teach you about the various breeds, reproduction techniques, the anatomy of
the horse, related professions (saddler, blacksmith, etc.), the history of the Stud and much, much more!

Free entry to the Stud is granted to those accompanying schoolchildren (except for the
horse-drawn carriage rides, being a fixed rate and run by an independent operator).
